The Simsbury Police Department is aware of a pervasive telephone scam that is affecting individuals nationwide.  This scam has been reported in nearly every state in the country and recently we have begun to see it here in Simsbury.

According to individuals who have been affected, a phone call or voicemail message is received from an individual with a foreign accent.  This individual identifies themselves as a representative of the “Department of Legal Affairs” of the United States Treasury.  They state they are calling to disucuss “a retainer about a legal matter.”  They threaten that if cooperation is not received the resident “would be in serious trouble.”  
Characteristics of the scam include:

· Scammers using fake names and badge numbers.

· Scammers may provide a return phone number with a 267 area code.
· Scammers may be able to spoof Department of Treasury or other government agency phone numbers to have them appear on the caller ID.
As a reminder, legitimate agencies will not ask for:  PIN numbers, passwords, credit card numbers, or other confidential personal identifying information.
