|. CALL TO ORDER

Dave Ryan called the meeting to order at 7:31 a.m. In addition to
Mr. Ryan, Board members Janet Goman, Ken Mason, John
Paddock, Greg Piecuch and Adam Sharaf were present. Also in
attendance was Gerry Toner, Director of Parks & Recreation.

Il. APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Piecuch moved to approve the minutes of the November 14,
2009, meeting. Mr. Mason seconded the motion. The motion
passed unanimously.

Mr. Piecuch moved to approve the minutes of the October 21,
2009, meeting. Mr. Mason seconded the motion. The motion
passed unanimously.

Mr. Paddock moved to approve the minutes of the September 22,
2009, meeting. Mrs. Goman seconded the motion. The motion
passed unanimously. Mr. Piecuch abstained.

[ll. CONTRACT RECOMMENDATION FOR THE 2009-2010
PAC MANAGER

The Board reviewed a draft contract that had been prepared by
Mr. Ryan and Mr. Toner. The Board suggested improvements to
the “Reports” section of the contract. After discussion, the Board
agreed upon revised language.



Mr. Piecuch moved to approve the proposed contract as to form,
as amended, and to forward it to the Board of Selectmen for
consideration. Mr. Sharaf seconded the motion. The motion
passed unanimously.

VI. REVIEW AND POSSIBLE ACTION OF THE 2009
FINANCIAL REPORT

The Board reviewed and discussed the Draft 2009 Financial
Statement and Annual Report. The Board identified two areas
that need to be addressed further: (1) parking income, if any; and
(2) a report on complimentary tickets. It was noted that Mr. Toner
has attempted to contact Mr. Distel repeatedly on these issues,
but that Mr. Distel has not responded. It was also noted that Mr.
Distel failed to deliver his year-end report to the Board. It was
confirmed that the Town is currently withholding Mr. Distel’s final
contract payment pending resolution of these matters.

Mr. Piecuch moved to table consideration of the proposed 2009
Financial Report and to request that Mr. Toner send a letter to Mr.
Distel, via certified mail, demanding that he deliver, within ten (10)
days, a year-end report, including information regarding parking
income and complimentary tickets. Mr. Sharaf seconded the
motion. The motion passed unanimously.

IV(A). APPROVAL OF THE 2010 REGULAR MEETING
SCHEDULE

Mr. Piecuch moved to add an agenda item to consider the
proposed 2010 Regular Meeting schedule. Mr. Sharaf seconded
the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Piecuch moved to approve the proposed 2010 Regular
Meeting schedule.

Mr. Piecuch moved to proceed to Agenda ltem # 6. Mr. Paddock
seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

VI. CONSIDERATION AND RECOMMENDATION ON
REQUESTS TO USE THE PAC

The Board reviewed and discussed two pending requests to use
the PAC: (1) The Rotary Club River Run on April 25, 2009; and
(2) the MS Walk on April 18, 2009. It was confirmed that none of
these requests would involve the use of the band shell.

Mr. Piecuch moved to inform the Board of Selectmen that the
proposed Rotary Club River Run on April 25, 2009, and the
proposed MS Walk on April 18, 2009, do not fall within the
facility’s entertainment season and do not propose to use the
band shell. Accordingly, the PAC Board has no objection to the
requests. Mrs. Goman seconded the motion. The motion passed
unanimously.

V. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF
GOVERNANCE RECOMMENDATION

The Board reviewed and discussed the Draft 2009 Financial
Statement and Annual Report.

Mr. Piecuch moved to approve the governance recommendation,
as amended, and to forward it to the Board of Selectmen for
consideration. Mr. Paddock seconded the motion. The motion
passed unanimously.

VIl. ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Paddock moved to adjourn at 8:32 a.m. Mr. Sharaf seconded
the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
