PRESENT: Marianne O’Neil, Anne Erickson, Gail Ryan, Diane Madigan, Dave Blume, Chris Morkan, Sara Mogck, Polly Rice, Lisa Karim, Director and Eileen Sickinger, Recording Secretary
 Mrs. Madigan moved that the minutes of the March 16, 2015 meeting be accepted after correcting, under Director’s Report and Innovators’ Workshop, the proper name is the Simsbury Innovation Fair. Mrs. Rice seconded the motion and the minutes were accepted as amended.
There was no Public Audience.
REPORTS: There was no report from Friends. In the future this item will be called: Friends Report.
CHAIR’S REPORT: Mrs. O’Neil praised Ms. Karim for her excellent presentation at the State’s Municipal Efficiencies Subcommittee meeting. She also thanked the staff for the wonderful breakfast they prepared for the Volunteer Recognition Tea.
DIRECTOR’S REPORT: Ms. Karim reviewed and answered questions regarding the proposed state budget and how the cuts to library funding will affect all state libraries. As an example, the use of a library card at any other library but the issuing one would be prohibited. The ability to request a book from another library, with delivery to the home library, would also be eliminated.
 INNOVATOR’S WORKSHOP: Ms. Karim distributed the schedule of what will be happening at the Library during Simsbury’s Innovation Fair on April 25th. The schedule for all activities taking place that day will be available at the Library.
BUDGET: The monthly budget expense report was reviewed.
PROGRAM USE POLICY:  In an attempt to make the policy more business friendly for businesses requesting a reservation of one of the Program Rooms, the Board reviewed what other town facilities charge for their venues. Charges for for-profit groups and not-for-profit groups were discussed and after careful consideration Mr. Morkan moved that the Library Board amend the Program Room Use Policy to allow for-profit businesses to use the Program Rooms under the existing policy. Second: Mrs. Rice. The motion passed unanimously.
TEEN WALL SPACE: Renderings of the proposed wall space divider for the teen area were reviewed. The estimated cost of the proposed project is $11,000-$15,000. Following discussion Mrs. Ryan moved that plans for the Teen Wall go ahead as depicted in the draft as shown at this evening’s meeting (April 20, 2015).Second: Mrs. Erickson. The motion passed unanimously. 
COMMUNITY INNOVATION PROJECT: The mural proposed by artist Balam Soto for the Library was reviewed and it was the consensus of the Board that the project was too costly for consideration.
VETERAN’S MEMORIAL: The Veteran’s Memorial has been awarded a state grant which has delayed the ground breaking ceremony that was originally scheduled for Memorial Day. The committee for the Memorial will be contacted by Mr. Blume about the Board’s concerns that all of the armed forces are recognized in its design.
At 8:05 P.M. Mr. Blume moved for adjournment. Second: Mrs. Madigan. The meeting was adjourned.
