
SIMSBURY PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING – Monday, February 23, 2015
Minutes subject to approval by the Board of Trustees at their next meeting

The meeting was called to order by Mrs. O’Neil, Chair at 7:00 P.M. Mrs. Glew moved that the minutes of the January 12, 2015 meeting be accepted. Second: Mrs. Erickson. The minutes were accepted as presented.
There was no Public Audience.
Communications:  The Simsbury Junior Women’s Club thanked the Board for allowing them to store their luminaries again this year. Hartford Magazine had a feature article on Connecticut public libraries with mention of activities at Simsbury’s library.
Reports: Friends: Mrs. Rice reported that ‘A Night of 1,000 Stars’ will be held on April 23rd and the book discard sale will be held April 25th from 10 A.M. to 3 P.M.  Jean Nagy was recognized for going “above & beyond” to help out when a recent storm disrupted programming at the Library.
There was no Chair’s Report.
Director’s Report: In addition to her written report Ms. Karim discussed grant funding for use in the teen program. The Town’s proposed budget will be released February 26th. The Capital Non-Recurring (CNR) request for the teen area was rejected. Friends Investor Angels have provided 2 PCs, 2 Macs and an iPad that can be used by teens. The depression in the upper parking area is marked off by cones and cannot be fixed until warmer weather comes. The projection panel in Program Room 1 is broken with hopes it will be fixed soon. EnvisionWare has been selected for the public’s pay-as-you-go print services for the public’s PC stations and mobile print for remote and WiFi users. Weeding of books continues and those books removed from the shelves will be recycled. The mural at the upstairs entrance to the building has been finished by artist Helen Galick. Boy Scout Max Bayer was recognized for his Eagle Project that benefited the Library.
Innovators’ Workshop: The Innovators’ Fair is scheduled for April 25th with a ribbon cutting at 10A.M. in the Children’ Room. Teens will be helping out at the Fair aiding the public throughout the day.
 Budget: The appropriation of grant funding was discussed and the current budget reviewed. The CNR request for the teen wall was declined. The Library’s budget workshop is scheduled for March 7th at a time to be announced.
Acknowledgement of Friends Operation Support Budget to Library: Following discussion Mrs. Glew moved that the Library Board of Trustees recognize that Friends of the Simsbury Public Library provided support to the Library in the amount of $58,530 for fiscal year 2013-2014. Second: Mrs. Madigan. The motion passed unanimously.
Art Exhibit Hold Harmless Agreement Review:  The Board reviewed the changes for the Hold Harmless Agreement and Mrs. Rice moved that the new Hold Harmless Agreement form be forwarded to the Town Attorney for review. Second: Mrs. Erickson. The motion passed unanimously.
