Meeting of July 20, 2015 – Minutes are subject to approval by the Board of Trustees at their next meeting
PRESENT: Charmaine Glew, David Blume, Gail Ryan, Chris Morkan, Sara Mogck, Diane Madigan, Anne Erickson, Polly Rice, and Marianne O’Neil, Lisa Karim, Director, Chris Kelly, Board of Selectman Liaison, Susan Ray, Head of Adult Services and Eileen Sickinger, Recording Secretary
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mrs. O’Neil, Chair. Mr. Blume moved the minutes of the June 15, 2015 meeting be approved with the following changes: under Trail Development correct spelling: Mrs. Nielsen; “…walking trail with access to the existing pond behind the Library.” Under Friends: Celia Roberts was recognized by the Town and under Security Gate, “a procedure will be put in place…” Second: Mrs. Glew. The minutes were approved as amended.  
Mrs. Ryan moved that the Agenda be amended to add report from Susan Ray. Second: Mrs. Glew. Mrs. Glew moved that Teen Wall Contract also be added to the Agenda. Second: Mr. Blume.  The Board unanimously approved amending the Agenda for both items.
At this time the Board went outside to review the proposed walking trail that is being considered behind the Library. 
ALA CONFERENCE: Susan Ray reported on her attendance at the American Library Association Meeting held in San Francisco. Most of the programs she attended were related to her work in Simsbury. Some of those she found most helpful were: Graphic Design, Library Advocacy, Involvement, Commitment and Staff Engagement, and Top Tech Trends, to name a few. She thanked the Board for granting her the opportunity to attend the conference.
CORRESPONDANCE: Thank you notes from grateful patrons who have attended various programs were shared, in particular a note from the Ethel Walker School Robotic Team. Mrs. Glew has turned over many comic books appropriate for teens to the Teen Librarian.
There was no Friends report.
CHAIR’S REPORT:  Since it appears there will be no quorum for the August meeting it was cancelled. If necessary, a special meeting will be called.
DIRECTOR’S REPORT: Ms. Karim reported that the art tracking material has been found and will be installed soon. It is not clear at this point how the State budget cuts will directly affect the Library. A reporter from Money Magazine has called seeking information for an upcoming article and The Hartford Courant is scheduled to run a feature article soon. She also distributed cards showing the pick of the week for different Apps now available (OverDrive Media Console, Mango Languages, Hoopla, and Zinio).  
INNOVATOR’S WORKSHOP: The staff’s assistance to the public related to the 3-D printer has generated much interest in its use.
BUDGET: Ms. Karim explained the differences in some of the numbers that don’t match between the fiscal year and the June monthly report.
NEW YORK LIBRARY ASSOCIATION CONFERECE: Ms. Karim requested some funding to attend the NY Library Association Conference to be held for four (4) days in October. Mrs. Glew moved that the Board approve Ms. Karim’s request for the registration fee of $199 to attend the NY Library Association Conference in October for four (4) days. Second: Ms. Mogck. The motion passed unanimously. 
PICNIC TABLES: Picnic tables on the front lawn and options for funding were discussed. Community involvement and a Boy Scout Eagle project were some of the ideas. The tables being considered would be of recycled plastic and at this time black and taupe appeared to be the colors of choice. 



TEEN WALL:  Following discussion and perusal of the contract, Mrs. Glew moved that Ms. Karim be authorized to send the PennWood contract for the Teen Wall to the Town to be paid from the Jewel Gutman Bequest. Second: Mrs. Madigan. The motion passed unanimously.
