SIMSBURY PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Meeting of Monday, May 18, 2015
Minutes are subject to approval by the Board of Trustees at their next meeting

Present: Charmaine Glew, Polly Rice, Marianne O’Neil, David Blume, Sara Mogck, Gail Ryan, Dianne Madigan, Anne Erickson, Chris Kelly, Bd. of Selectman Liaison, Lisa Karim, Director and Eileen Sickinger, Recording Secretary. 
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mrs. O’Neil, Chair. Mrs. Rice moved the minutes of the April 20, 2015 meeting be approved with the removal of the last sentence in the Director’s Report. Second: Mrs. Madigan. The minutes were approved as amended.
Communications: Articles and pictures regarding Simsbury’s Innovation Fair from The Valley Press were viewed and Mrs. O’Neil passed along complimentary comments regarding the Library.

Friends Report: Mrs. Rice reported that Friends would like to install tracking for art work in Program Room 2.  An attempt will be made to use tracking leftover from what had been used in Program Room 1. The Annual Meeting and Luncheon was successful. The Library Discard Book Sale was poorly attended and it will not be repeated. Ms. Heavner and Ms. Karim were thanked for their efforts in keeping the Used Book Sale at Simsbury High School, as scheduled, when an attempt was made to change the location.

Chair’s Report: Friends luncheon and recent bus trip were very successful. Mrs. O’Neil suggested that in the future the Board consider purchasing two (2) tickets to the luncheon for staff members and the recipients would be randomly chosen. In a town survey related to taxes and how they affect residents, wording in the portion regarding the Library was discussed.
Some funding has been restored for libraries by the state’s Appropriations Committee but concerns remain on the small amount that is being considered for the Connecticut Library Consortium.

Director’s Report: The Board expressed their appreciation for receiving Ms. Karim’s report prior to the meeting and she requested that they share ways in which she can keep them informed on Library happenings. 
Staff members were recently honored by the town for their years of service and Ms. Karim noted that while Celia Roberts was honored for 45 years of service to the town she has actually worked at the Library for 50 years.
Budget: The monthly budget report was reviewed especially as the end of the fiscal year approaches.
Art Hold Harmless Agreement: The town attorney approved of the final copy of the Art Hold Harmless Agreement.
Picnic Tables on Library Grounds: It has been suggested that picnic tables be installed in front of the building up to the sign on Hopmeadow Street. The area meets town approval and the type of tables that would be appropriate will be researched.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Security Gate on Lower Level: When there are late meetings in the building access to areas not in use are not adequately secure. Ms. Karim has suggested that a gate be put in use in the main hallway on the lower level, blocking off the rest of the building and allowing any staff present to feel more secure. The Board agreed and ideas were discussed on the type of gate that would be appropriate. Discussion will continue.
3D Printing Lab: Staff member Joan Nagy has expressed her concern over the noise level and air pollution generated by the 3D printer. The current location of the printer is not ideal and its high noise level is disruptive to the staff and patrons working in that area. There have been some comments from patrons and discussion was held on how to rectify the situation. A short term solution would be to schedule time periods when the printer would be used. A long term solution would be to relocate the 3D printer to a more permanent location and reconfigure the reference area. Funding for any changes would have to be decided and, also, Ms. Karim will be discussing this with the staff to keep them apprised of what is going on.
Discussion with Rick Bazzano has commenced regarding the upgrading of software (Microsoft Works to Adobe) in the Technical Learning Center. While there is still no new website there is someone being considered and a decision should be made in June.
As a reminder of what is to come Mr. Blume inquired about revising the long term plan that expires next year.

At 7:55 P.M. Mrs. Ryan moved for adjournment. Second: Mrs. Madigan. The meeting was adjourned.
