Ms. Homrok-Lemke passed out the newly created survey to committee members and asked them to complete them individually.  She then asked members to break into groups to discuss the questions as a group.  Ms. Homrok-Lemke stated that she would like to collect the survey from members so that the sub-committee can compile the answers to get a better idea of the strengths and weaknesses in the community.  
The groups reviewed their themes, concerns and needs on the surveys with all committee members.
