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Overview

Does the signage achieve a level of commonality 
that reflects the character of the neighborhood 
and town without occurring at the expense of 
individual expression and design creativity?
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Relationship to the Site and Architecture

Does the sign design conform to the architectural 
character of the building in terms of historic era, 
style, location, and size?
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Graphics, Text and Information

Does the sign identify the business and street 
number, and avoid advertising?
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Materials, Color and Texture

Do the materials, color, and texture of the signage 
conform to the architectural character of the 
building and to the general character of the larger 
neighborhood?
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Signage Landscaping

Is the sign integrated with the ground plane by 
using complementary plant materials as part of an 
overall planting plan?
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Signage Lighting

Is sign lighting used judiciously and specifically to 
illuminate useful information, and is the intensity 
consistent with neighborhood standards?
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
